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Tobacco is not a matter of "informed adult lifestyle choice" as misleadingly portrayed by the tobacco industry - it is in fact routinely a result of childhood recruitment and addiction. Any society worth its salt protects its children. We need to protect our children from tobacco promotion and exposure. 

To this end, the supporters of this campaign ask the Tasmanian government, as a matter of urgent public interest, to legislate to:

· end tobacco advertising in all retail outlets by removing all tobacco products from open public view – as for many pharmaceuticals;
· end tobacco sales by children in shops to reduce normalisation impact on underage sellers and customers and meet international treaty obligations;  and
· mandate that cars carrying children should be smoke-free by law to save lives and children’s health.
